Additional Allowed Items:

Scouts Only: 

• Knife. 
• Flint and steel / Fire lighting kit (no matches or lighters). 

Sharps and fire-making items must be named and handed to a leader upon arrival. 

See our website for our knife guidance and rules, as well as the recommended kit. 

Contraband items: 

The following items are not allowed on camp: 

▪ Mobile phones. 
▪ Smart Watches. 
▪ Games consoles. 
▪ Other similar electronic equipment. 
▪ Sweets, chocolate, or other food – food will be provided. 
▪ Toys. 

If any of these items are found on a Scout at any point during the camp, they will be 
confiscated, and this may result in them being sent home.
